St Andrew’s, Deopham: Your thoughts,
please!

St Andrew's is a Grade 1 listed building. This means that it

is of exceptional historic importance. St Andrew's is in urgent need of
significant repair work; it has been placed on the Heritage at Risk
Register. We surveyed the community in 2021 and found that there was
considerable support for repair of the building and, while maintaining
its primary function as a place of worship, allowing development of

its uses by the wider community.

A Development Grant from the National Lottery Heritage Fund

is enabling us to assess the extent of repairs needed. In response to our

initial survey results, to make St Andrew's more welcoming, we are planning to
install better heating, lighting, an accessible toilet and a basic kitchen area

as part of a Delivery Grant to start late summer 2025.

These improvements will give us the chance to develop the church as a Community Asset,
a venue to complement the existing Gralix Hall. The project also gives us the opportunity

to showcase the heritage and history of the village, its people and its church.

This survey aims to test some of the ideas we have for future community uses of the

church, and to ask you what you would like to see featured in heritage events/displays. All
responses are anonymous unless you choose to identify yourself.
